Announcement of a New Course

Apologia Pro Vita Sua
(“A Defense of His Life”)

by John Henry Newman

John Henry Newman (1801 - 1890) is generally regarded along with John Stuart Mill, Thomas Carlyle,
Matthew Arnold, and John Ruskin, as one of the five great Victorian sages.

In 1832, Newman was a professor of philosophy at Oriel College, Oxford, and a clergyman in the
Church of England, when the Reform Bill demolished the primacy of that Church. Through a series of
writings, Newman and his colleagues attempted to reassert its ascendency. Their efforts became known as
The Oxford Movement and upset the status quo of Victorian culture. In the many struggles and arguments
that ensued, Newman became drawn to Catholicism and in 1845, converted.

Newman wrote this magnificent memoir at white heat in 1864 in response to a vitriolic attack on him
as a chronic liar by Charles Kingsley, popular novelist and chaplain to Queen Victoria. Apologia Pro Vita
Sua recounts the story of an anguished soul in search of truth.

The eminent critic Lionel Trilling, author of The Liberal Imagination, believed that Newman was the
greatest prose stylist in the history of the English language.

This course—conducted not as lectures but as seminars—will consist of six classes around two hours
each on July 16. 23. 30, August 6, 13, and 20 at 10am on Zoom

It is necessary to read the Penguin Classics edition (edited by Ian Ker) as it includes essential
annotations. Available on Amazon.

This class will be taught by Professor Bill Park, a true Renaissance Man, who has taught
fascinating movie and literature classes for OLLI.. He is the editor of Newman on the Bible,
Scepter Press, second printing 2019.

The OLLI Board has decided no fees will be charged for our classes this summer. If you have already paid
for this class, you will be credited for a future class.

Scope of the class: The broad goal of ecology is to describe and understand the distribution and
abundance of species. In this course we will explore the history and substance of ecology as a scientific
discipline. Lectures will build on concepts, embellished extensively with storytelling.

Jim received a bachelor’s degree from the University of Minnesota in 1967 and a doctorate from the
University of Arizona in 1974. He worked as a research scientist for the US Fish and Wildlife Service and
the US Geological Survey. After retiring from federal service in 2007, Jim joined the UCSC faculty in the
Department of Ecology and Evolutionary Biology, from where he retired in 2018.

Jim is an internationally known expert on species interactions, especially those involving predators. He
has published more than 200 scientific articles and several books and monographs, including a co-edited
volume with John Terborgh (Trophic Cascades: Predators, Prey and the Changing Dynamics of Nature,
Island Press) and his memoir (Serendipity: An Ecologist’s Quest to Understand Nature). He has served on
editorial boards of various scientific journals. Jim is a Pew Fellow in marine conservation, a Fellow of the
California Academy of Sciences, and a member of the National Academy of Sciences. He received the
Western Society of Naturalists’ Lifetime Achievement Award in 2011 and the American Society of
Mammalogists’ C. Hart Merriam Award for excellence in research in 2012.
